August Garden Tips

M Flowers, Tree, Pestsand
Preperation

Hydrangea Pruning

Hydrangeas are fast growing and need
pruning tocontrol its size and shape. Cut
out the older stems that have flowered,
leaving the ones that have not flowered.
For the biggest flowers clusters, reduce the
number of stems. For lots of medium size
flowers, nicely spaced, keep more stems.

Time to feed

Now is the time to feed your azaleas:-c
mellias, and rhododendrons Feed the
plants when they have finished blooming.
All of these plants like an acidic soil. You
can use an acidic fertilizer, or try some pine
needles. For chlorotic younger laes:
usually an iron deficiency, se chelated iron
foliar feed or blood meal.For other chd-
rotic foliage it may be amagnesium or
manganese deficiencyyou can treatnag-
nesium deficiencies by applying Epsom
salts (Magnesium sulfate) to the soil lightly
aroundthe drip line or dissolve 40-2 Ta-
blespoons ofEpsom salts to a gallon of
warm water and drench the soillo add
manganese use barnyard manur®any
smaltleaved rhodies resent any fertilizer
Just ty adding a gooccompostand work
into the top fewnches of the soil for these
varieties.

Tree Watering
If your tree is in the lawn, now is a good time
to give it a good deep watering. Even though it
gets watered every time the lawn does, you still

need to deep water twice a summer. Don't
sprinklershit the trunk as this causes crown rof
Use a soaker or drip hose around the tree at fhe
drip line and let it slowly drip for 2 to 3 hours
A mature ornamental tree or street tree may rpt
need any water. Mature fruit trees should-w
tered by filling thesurrounding basin slowly
every 3 or 4 weeks. Young fruit trees neest w
tering every 2 weeks.

Mites

The dusty days of midsummer are when mitg
get active especially after the homeownpr a
plies insecticide that may kill mite predatorg
Although they looklike insects, mites areca
tually related to spiders and ticks. Maturg
mites have eight legs but young only have si.
Webspinning spider mites suck nutrients fro
the undersides of leaves, creating for a silve
or stippled appearance. Some webbing may
seen and the leaves will turn yellow and dra
off. Waterstressed plants are more suseepl
ble. Spider mites have numerous predators
cluding lacewings, assassin bugs, damsel bugs,
minute pirate bugs, bigeyed bugs, and sitspd
ted thrips. Predatory mis are larger, pear
shaped, and without spots evident on the spidgr

mites.

Edibles

Harvest beans, squash, radishes and lettuge.
Pick corn when the tassels have withered a
the kernels are well formed and squirt milk
juice when punctured. Take ospent veget-
bles and supplement your soil now by digging
in compost to prepare for cekason planting.
You can plant your peas now and start yo
other seeds for planting in September.
