Bulb Planting

Plant bulbs in richwell draining soil. Soil
that has grown annuals or vegetables should
be good for bulbs.A general rule is toid a
hole three times as deep as the bulb's diam
ter. Mix a tablespoon of fertilizer high in
phosphorus and potassium into the bottom of
eachhole, insert the bulb with the stem end
on top and then cover with soil. Soak the
area thoroughly.

Flower Pots

Now is the time to clean thoserty flower
pots that can carry disease.Scrub the pot
clean with a brush and soak it in a solution of
one par bleach to nine parts water for 1G-m
nutes. Then rinse thoroughly and l¢hem
dry in the sun.

Ant Control

One of thefirst stes in ant controlis to
create a physical barrier. aGlk cracks and
other points of entry to the homeAnother
way to control ants in and around structures
is to use toxic baits.Baits are formulated as
solids or liquids and applied in stations or
gels in cracks.Ants are attracted to the bait
and carry small portions of it back to the nest
where it is give to other workers, larvae, etc.
The bait toxicant must be sleacting so
enough of it reaches the nest to Kill theoeol
ny before the ants stop feeding on Boric
acid baits are most effective at very lowneo
centrations. Fipronil is a new class of ¥
icantthat is effective against ants at uitoav
doses as well. Make sure you remove any
crumbs or sweets from the area, so the bait is
attractive to the ants.

As we enter the holiday season, thereusned

ly a lot of questions aboytoisonous plants.
Fortunately, many of these plants have a ve
bitter taste that limits the amount of the pla
eaten. Poinsettia and mistletoe should be ke
away from curious children, but the lisb-i
cludes other flomes and plants such as azalea
calla lily, carnation, daffodil, foxglove, ya
drangeas, iris, lantana, narcissus, poppy, sw
pea anddlips. Different parts of the plant may
be toxic.

A Frenchwoman visiting the United States, Madam Guerin, learned of the custom and took it one
further. Upon her returrto France she decided to hand make the red poppies and sell them to
money for the benefit of the orphaned and destitute women alddechin war torn areas of France.
